• If you already have a job seeker account (username and password) in JCW 

Production (the 'real' site), you can use it in JCW Education too.   
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• If you do not already have a job seeker account and want to create one so you can 
explore the JCW Education website, please create the account at 
https://education.jobcenterofwisconsin.com.  Be sure to use your own name and 
your own email address when creating an account and registration. 

 
• The first time you use the JCW Education website you will need to create a Title 3 

registration if you want to create a résumé or work application.  The résumé/work 
application will be in the JCW Education website, and will not affect production.   

 
• To explore the Job Center of Wisconsin as an employer, choose a 

username/password from the Employer Logins & Passwords for JCW Education list. 
 
• When you are on the JCW Education website and click on pages such as 'Contact 

Us', you go to the production (real) version of the page.  Be sure to use the Back 
button on your browser to return to the JCW Education website.  Otherwise, you will 
be "playing around" in production, which you should not do.  Real job seekers' or 
real employers' data could be affected.
