• Staff who wish to post on-site recruitment details for their location should contact the On-Site 
Recruitment page author, Mark W. Wurl (mark.wurl@dwd.state.wi.us) 
 

The listing will be sorted first by the date of the event, then alphabetically by the name of the 
Wisconsin Job Center city hosting an event, and finally by event start time (if one site has more than 
one on-site recruitment in the same day). The listing is simple, requiring only the following details. 

 
Required data elements for Upcoming On-Site Recruitment events: 

1. Company name 
2. A link to the company web site 
3. Name of City where the on-site recruitment event will take place 
4. Date and times for the event 
5. Wisconsin Job Center location 
6. Room location in the Wisconsin Job Center 
7. Wisconsin Job Center contact person name 
8. Link to email address for the Wisconsin Job Center contact person 
9. Phone number for contact person 

 
Cross links between the Job Fairs and the On-Site Recruitment pages will be made for cross 
promotion purposes.
